Acts 1:3, KJF, emphasis added, “To whom also he shewed himself alive after his passion by many infallible proofs, being seen of them forty days, and speaking of the things pertaining to the kingdom of God.”
 
And here's your “Play-by-Play" on Luke: The author of Acts, Luke, was surely a medical doctor, according to Colossians 4:14. Some theologians believe that he was a ship’s physician at the port of Troas. Since he often referred to people’s eyes. he may have (speculation here!  Take a closer ‘look!’) been an eye doctor who would have trained at Laodicea in Phrygia. Like Paul, in all likelihood, he could have hailed from the city of Tarsus in Cilicia. And, some Bible experts believe that New Testament Titus may have been his actual brother.
Did you realize that the resurrection of Jesus Christ is one of the most documented events of ancient history? He appeared to His disciples many times after His resurrection, teaching and preparing them for His departure from this Earth. Non-Biblical, historical accounts, accuracy of the written, holy Scripture, and the pure sacrifice of early believers "time and again" willing to be martyred for their "will not waver" faith, prove a consistency and validity of Christ’s death and resurrection. Actually, it would be impossible to deny, through secular records and religious history as well, that Jesus' death, burial, and "coming up from the grave" did not take place as described exactly by New Testament documentaries. The convincing proof of the Lord's "rising from the dead" is 'evidentially' undeniable! And, so today, this
